A Tribute to James Michael M. D. 

This past November, distinguished artist and friend of the     
Plymouth Arts Center, Dr. James Michael of Sheboygan passed 
away at the age of 83. He is survived by his wife, Betsy, five 
children and 11 grandchildren. Jim began his career as a physi-
cian, retiring after 25 years to follow his passion for watercolor 
painting. As an accomplished watercolor artist and teacher, he 
exhibited his works locally and nationally, receiving numerous 
awards. He was a signature member of the Wisconsin Water-
color Society, Transparent Watercolor Society of America, & the 
National and American Watercolor Societies. For over 30 years 
he taught watercolor painting at John Michael Kohler Arts Center 
and for several years at the Clearing in Ellison Bay. Students 
looked forward to his special two-day workshops at the PAC.   
 

Jim was very generous to the Plymouth Arts Center; supporting 
our fundraising efforts by donating paintings for our annual Jazz 
Crawl silent auction. This year, he graciously donated  ñRush to 
Springò for our big painting raffle. And then, he proposed a fund-
raising ideaééHe said: ñWhat do you think of a salon type   
display/sale with about 400 of my originals all priced at $95 and 
under? We could display the collection in the west wing of the 
PAC and call it, ñBricks and Mortarò and most importantly, all 
sales will directly benefit the Building Fund.ò I was totally amazed and I thanked him for his generosity and 
said, ñweôll put it on the schedule right now!ò Jim handled all the details, and within a day or so, we had 
over 400 paintings beautifully displayed and ready for the sale. JP Sartori of Sartori Creative, Wausau 
designed a poster to help with the promotion. During the opening reception and the month that followed,  
over 285 paintings were sold and Jim had raised over $21,000 for our building fund. Words cannot       
describe the delighted look on his face when he saw the line of people waiting to purchase his paintings; 
and equally when we calculated the numbers.   
 

Jimôs memory will live on in our hearts and in the beautiful paintings he created. We will be forever grateful 
for his friendship and his generosity, which helped the Plymouth Arts Center realize its dreams.  
Thank you Jim; we will miss you greatly!

The Plymouth Arts Center has announced the first exhibit to open in the newly constructed and expanded 
Gallery 110 North.  The fine arts gallery has been relocated to the west side of the arts center and will be 
open to the public for the first time in mid-December.  Completed portions of the building include the glitter-
ing new gallery, beautiful main entry vestibule and arts center staff offices.  Construction and remodeling 
continue in the remainder of the building with completion of the entire project slated for early March. 
 

A trio of accomplished Wisconsin artists will exhibit their original paintings with subjects and inspiration 
taken from nature. The Nature of Three opens to the public on Friday, December 16th and will run through 
Friday, February 24th. You are invited to meet the artists during the opening reception in the ónewô Gallery 
on Friday, December 16th  from 5 to 8 PM.  This exhibit is graciously sponsored by Trotter Wellness ï    
Patrick and Margo Trotter and by Franz Backus and Gail Kursel. 
 

Diane Bywaters is a full professor, Department of Art & Design at the University of Wisconsin ï Stevens 
Point.  She is well-known for her expansive landscape paintings in oil, many done en plein air (on location 
as opposed to in the studio) in the alla prima (wet into wet) technique. She has the distinction of being   
selected to more national park artist-in-residency programs than any other artist.  ñI find working in nature  
a spiritually renewing and rewarding venture.ò  Bywatersô work is found in numerous corporate and private 
collections as well as collections in the Department of Natural Resources, National Guard and Veterans 
facilities.   She resides in an historic Stevens Point home with husband, Thomas Dailing, an award-winning 
jewelry designer, and their 13 year old daughter. 
 

Artist, Kristin Gjerdset, believes in being involved in her community, sharing her love for art and nature.  
Gjerdset is Associate Professor of Art and Department Head at Wisconsin Lutheran College in Milwaukee.  
She states, ñThe artwork in this exhibit represents my experiences as an artist in residence and as a trav-
eler.  I have shared many travels to wilderness locations with two kindred spiritséboth friends:  one my 
former student, Laura Ibbotson, and one my former professor, Diane Bywaters.  The artwork we create 
from nature is sometimes joyful, sometimes turbulent and sometimes a quiet reverence.ò Kristin has      
exhibited her work nationally, participated in public art projects in Wisconsin and has painted murals for 
schools in the Milwaukee area. 
 

Laura Ibbotson resides in Delafield, Wisconsin and holds a BA in Fine Art from Wisconsin Lutheran      
College.  She has been a Professional Member of Wisconsin Visual Artists and formerly served as Assis-
tant Conservator, Landmarks Gallery, Milwaukee, WI.  Her watercolors have been exhibited throughout 
Wisconsin, and in national competitions.  Ibbotson paintings are found in the collections of Wisconsin    
Lutheran College, Whitefish Dunes State Park and in The Forbes Collection.
